We submitted a grant to SCFD for continued funding of Audubon Adventures (now in 82 classrooms) and our monthly speaker series.  We submitted a new grant request to the Lauren Townsend Foundation for an interactive puppet presentation on prairie dogs and their habitat to be given in Boulder Valley elementary schools.  We expanded our Bluebird Trail program to Shanahan Ridge, in the Boulder Mountain Park, where we helped erect 5 new nest boxes. Nest boxes at Walker Ranch fledged 128 bluebirds last summer.
